The special stages and liaisons traverse a wide range of public 
and private roads. Animals, both wild and domestic, may be 
found on the course during the event. In addition, the course 
may contain changes in direction, and/or surface, which may not 
be in the instructions.  
 
  
Accordingly, we advise crews that they are totally respo nsible 
for the manner and speed in which they traverse the course, and 
ultimately their own safety. Crews should be taking their own 
experience and abilities into account, and so traverse the course 
in the manner and speed at which they are comfortable.

Australiaôs newest event for Classic Cars 
 
We are delighted to announce that the Rally of the Heartland will return in 2019 ï with naming rights sponsor, AGL Energy 
continuing to support us, and featuring multiple windfarm stages of up to 40km.

Å Service Park is in Burra at Paxton Square, also the preferred accommodation provider; 

Å Minimum time away from home, but over approximately 450 competitive kms in total; 

Å No local testing, no recce. This is a ñblindò event. It is a road book only rally; 

Å RallySafe is mandatory for all cars; 

Å Four MIVs will be in attendance, covering all stages accordingly; 

Å Tyres are not mandated; 

Å No parc fermé; 

Å Entries limited to 60 ï a starting spot can be reserved by a payment of $200 inc tax which would be deducted from 

the entry fee ï see Art 2.2 

There is a wide range of accommodation available in the region including Paxton Square cottages (step out of your room 
into your service area!), Burra Caravan Park, Hotel accommodation in Burra as well as lots of wonderful guest houses in the 
area.

We provide a fantastic opportunity to get your Classic car fully sorted ahead of 
The Alpine.  Owen Polanski (ALPINE Director) is the RotH Course Checker. The style of the road book will surely reflect 
Owenôs approach to the Alpine and so provide that insight to those intending to compete at the Alpine 
 

@ There is a very high proportion of competition 

In 2018, just over 50% of the event was competitive ï 433 kilometres! It was the top event in Australia in terms of Kms/$$ - 
yes #1. It will be over 450km this year. We have stages ranging from 2.5 to 112 kilometres long. One of the Wind Farm 
Stages is nearly 30 km long. So, plenty of competition, great bang for buck, all in one weekend for a cost-effective entry fee 
of $1750 for the whole event, even less for portions of it. Minimal time away from home too 
 

@ We support the local community together
